41 (with) low accident rates plan their safety programs,
work hard to organize them,and continue working to keep
them 42(alive) and active.When the work is well done,
a 43(climate) of accident—free operations is established
44(where) time lost due to injuries is kept at a
minimum.

Successful safety programs may 45(differ) greatly
in the emphasis placed on certain aspects of the program.
